Topic:  The Digestive System 
Essential Information:  Digestion begins in the mouth. There are 2 types of digestion, mechanical and chemical. Mechanical digestion is when the food is physically broken down such as with chewing with the teeth. Chemical digestion is when the food is chemically broken down with enzymes such as saliva in the mouth, and other enzymes along the digestive tract. The three types of food compounds that are digested are: Carbohydrates which are our main source of energy; Fats, which are our stored energy; Proteins, which we are our building blocks.
