Evolution: The History of Life on Earth Time Line Project
You will create a timeline for the history of life on Earth.  Cut 3 sheets of paper in half long ways.  Tape or paste your pieces together to create a long strip.  Make two long rows at the bottom of your strip.  Divide each of the rows into 13 sections each 10 cm wide as shown below.  The bottom row needs to be labeled with the months of the calendar.  The row above that will count backwards in 300 million year increments. Label the eras and the periods as shown below, using your text as a reference.  Finally, paste or staple your flash cards with notes from each time period. The time line will be graded in part based on the number of event cards on it. 20+ events = A; 19-15 events =B; 14-10 events=C; less than 10 events=F.  Points will also be given for neatness and completeness. The project will be explained in more detail in class.
	Each section should be 10 cm wide.
Divide your paper into 13 sections each 10 cm wide, start with the present and go back to Dec. Each month represent 300 mil. 
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
